Each piece maps the silhouette and curves of the female line, as geographic arrangements are constructed through the shape and form of the fabric. Peripheries and areas are created upon the body through intricate folds and pleats; layering gives depth and a striking monochromatic palette of slate and coal punctuated with bold reds ensure the collection retains an edge. 

The collection takes Georgia’s signature style through to the next level; the multi-dimensional layers focus on what is transcribed on the surface. Grids, guides, and graphs are human’s way of controlling our landscape, Georgia embraces this ideology to dominate and enhance the frame. 

Since graduating from Parsons Paris School of Art and Design in 2008, Georgia has paired creatively with Samsumg and Jean-Charles de Castelbajac. After being awarded the ‘the Golden Thimble’ for best designer Georgia’s graduate collection has already cemented her as an innovated force to be reckoned with.

Georgia Hardinge’s seductive use of pattern and structure tips the boundaries of fashion and reality yet are balanced with sympathetic design resulting in a collection, both sensual and wearable, familiar yet progressive. Avant garde tailoring produces highly controlled pieces, an inspiration of landscape, its relief flowing through juxtaposing the futurism of sculpture with femininity, empowering the figure without harshening femininity.
