BOUDICCA created a miniature mannequin trapped under a glass dome, caught in time surrounded by all the possibilities of dress, inspired partly by the Theatre de la Mode, and partly by revisiting the Tornado dress which started in C:03, rebuilt in the AW:09 Paris showroom, shown as a sculpture for the Arnhem Fashion Biennale, filmed and animated by Ben Bannister , re built once more for the Matches window display and finally miniaturised for the LBD project

The projects will be unveiled during coming Couture week in Paris in Jan 2010 and set to travel through several venues across the world, until finally being auctioned for charity by Phillips de Pury in New York December 2010
