
             
         

              

Marios Schwab's Spring Summer 2009 collection presents itself as jewellery to 
the body.

Taking inspiration from one of the earliest and simplest forms of clothing in 
history - the traditional Greek Khiton, where cloth is gently draped across the 
body and then held together, with either rope or metal chain, to unite and form a 
garment.
Cloth, rope and chain, if left in their natural state, would be mundane and almost 
irrelevant objects. Here, when applied and connected to each other they form a 
bond; gaining both relevance and value.
A Dress, created from fabric woven with pure silver, is suspended by delicate 
chain. Simulating a pendant on a necklace/Reflecting that of a pendant on a 
necklace.

As ever guaranteed by Schwab, each garment holds a combination of textures. 
Soft, fluid silk jerseys are juxtaposed with electroformed rope body harnesses.

Taking inspiration from environmental installation artist Christo, suede dresses 
are bound and intertwined with woven leather, weaving like a predator in and out 
of slits, creating new and distorted silhouettes. Schwab, as Christo does 
landscapes,  creates new ways of seeing familiar forms.

This season sees Schwab’s second collaboration with artist Tom Gallant. Through 
imagery of draped cloth pieces they create the illusion of texture on a linear 
surface.

Re-defining our ideas of provocation, Schwab entices us with evocative and elegant 
twists on tough references - A diamond encrusted wrist guard, a collaboration 
with Ileana Makri,  emulates arteries on the skin’s exterior whilst Wrap around, 
Swarovski encrusted rope wraps and binds the body whilst open leg trousers are 
finished with metal dipped rope anklets.
