Prince performed and his GF, Chelsea,  
opened the show and the twinz danced. The clothes where a celebration too. C U nxt CZON. JD/MD
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Tailor, illustrator, sculptor and writer, MAN man and Daily 
Rubbish heart throb, there are many ways to try and pin 
down Aitor Throup. In truth this 27 year old, Argentinean 
born, Lancashire raised newcomer is both Jack and Master 
of all trades. A rummage round his North London studio is 
testament to this. It is crammed. Sculpted figures dangle 
from the ceiling, ink drawings hang on the walls, a human 
skull doubles as a draping stand, boxes of the unknown 
fill the shelves and hundreds of tiny bits of pattern are laid 
out like categorised confetti. Models/mates pop in and out 
on errands, cutters snip away and machinists whirr in the 
background. Sitting at an all-in-one Formica setup in the 
Greasy Spoon corner of his studio Aitor drops hints about his 
second presentation at LFW [after last season’s installation at 
MAN]. “Who said anything about a runway?” he asks.
Aitor is evasive about his role in fashion, expressing himself 
first and foremost as an artist. His RCA graduate collection 
in 2006 depicted a story about hooligans, a racially 
motivated murder and the resulting guilt. The pieces fused 
yobwear classics with deity inspired tailored detailing; Parker 
jackets grew multiple lion-head hoods, fur trims became 

manes. US Vogue’s Sarah Mower loved it: “He literally 
sculpts a body from life – and from there, he constructs 
clothes. He has the rare kind of integrity, sensitivity and 
oblique way of assessing things that fashion needs now.” 
This season, expect a collection based on his graphic novel, 
which tells a tale of tragedy, survival and hope. 
Aitor Throup is not anti-establishment exactly, he is a free 
thinker. “I almost feel as if I am infiltrating the industry,” he 
says, referring to the cyclical pressures of seasonal showing. 
“No other artists have these restraints in their industries. 
Can you imagine the music industry if albums all came 
out at once?” What we see as Spring/Summer 2008 is his 
Part One. Part Two will come when he is ready, and not 
necessarily next February. 
But sometimes, even Aitor Throup has to play by the rules. 
On a pin board is a ransom note. Aitor’s face darkens. 
‘Someone stole my girlfriend’s toy jellyfish. They even 
stapled on a  tentacle.’ Oh no! What happened? ‘We had  
to pay up.’
